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SHORT SYNOPSIS
W.C. centres on the trials and tribulations of two toilet attendants as they deal with argumentative customers, an interfering bar manager, hapless losers and grimy toilets. 
Jack Watts’ (Liam O Mochain) dad had him arrested when his gambling problem got out of hand and he dipped his hand in the cash register of the family bar once too often. Just out of prison, he is told that the toilet attendant’s job in the bar has just become vacant; Jack will work there until the money he took is paid back. Katya (Julia Wakeham), who works as the attendant in the girls’ toilet, is given the task of showing Jack the ropes. Jack and Katya are both trapped in their jobs. Jack, because of his debt to his family; Katya, on account of her illegal status. She is reluctant to trust him at first, as everyone she has ever met has wanted something from her, but slowly Jack and Katya begin to build a friendship.

SYNOPSIS
Jack Watts is sitting in his cell, waiting patiently for the minutes to go by before he is released on parole.  He never thought that he would be in there.  Jack vows to change.  His dad had him arrested when his gambling problem got out of hand and he dipped his hand in the till of the family bar once too often.  When Jack arrives home, his dad greets him in a brusque manner.  He may have paid his debt to society, but not to his dad.  He is told that the toilet attendant’s job has just become vacant; Jack will work there until the money he took is paid back.  Katya, who works as the attendant in the girls’ toilet, is given the task of showing Jack the ropes.

Jack and Katya are both trapped in their jobs.  Jack, because of his debt to his family; Katya, on account of her illegal status.  She came to Ireland from Russia on the promise of a job as a childminder, but soon realised that the position never existed as she was forced to work as a prostitute.  When Katya escaped from her traffickers, she took the first job that she could find – as a toilet attendant.  It is a low paid job but at least her life was her own again, or so she thought.  Jack is interested in Katya as soon as he meets her.  She is reluctant to trust him at first, as everyone she has ever met has wanted something from her.  Brian, the bar manager constantly harasses her, the police are enquiring about her work visa and Tracy her trafficker has found her.  Jack isn’t faring much better.  His brother, Brian, the bar manager treats him like a low level employee, customers are obnoxious and he hates cleaning.  In between dealing with argumentative customers, hapless losers, arrogant drunks and shared cigarettes with Rodney, an inquisitive homeless man, Jack and Katya begin to build a friendship.

At the end of the night as they are cleaning the toilets, a hapless thief attempts to steal the bar’s takings.  The thief can’t find a way out and Jack manages to get the bag of money off her.  Jack’s quick thinking has saved the bar, or has it?  While Jack contemplates what to do, he hides the bag of money under the sink.  Will Jack get to keep the money and help Katya?  Will the police discover who is really behind the robbery?  Will Rodney shed his emperor’s new clothes and reveal who he really is?

The WC and the money under the sink hold all their futures to ransom.

ABOUT THE PRODUCTION

What do you do after spending three years writing and developing a feature film only to see it stuck in development hell? Pick yourself up and start writing another one according to director Liam O Mochain, who has just completed his second independent feature film ‘WC’.

In early 2004, Liam O’Mochain’s planned feature film ‘Bigmouth’ was buried in the development graveyard after Irish Film Board production funding was refused. “They just said ‘no’, that was it, after three years of development!” says the director. “So I said ’okay, I’ll just do what I did the last time on my debut feature film ‘The Book That Wrote Itself’. I made that film because I couldn’t get money from the Film Board and I went ahead with it myself.” The aforementioned film garnered a lot of international interest, it featured cameos from George Clooney, Kenneth Branagh, Chazz Palaminteri and Melanie Griffith amongst others. The film had its world premiere at the 1999 Galway Film Fleadh, international premiere at the 1999 Vancouver international Film Festival and went on to screen to critical acclaim at a further 20 international film festivals in 15 countries, won numerous awards and was released worldwide in 2000. O Mochain hopes his second self-penned, self-directed and privately funded feature film ‘WC’ can do just as well, if not better. 

“You talk about making movies and then you just have to go make the f**king thing, stop talking about it and just do it. To be honest I don’t care how a film is made and the audience doesn’t care how a film is made because what matters is what’s up on the screen. However much it costs to make, it is what’s on the screen that matters. I don’t go along with an ethos where you have to make a film in one particular way, everybody has a different style and way of working so I just did this film the only way I knew how to do it, my way.”

‘WC’ a quirky drama set in and around the toilets of a Dublin jazz bar, follows a day in the life of two toilet attendants, Jack (Liam O Mochain), an Irish guy who has recently been released from prison and Katya (Julia Wakeham), a Russian girl who has come to Ireland to find a better life.  As Jack and Katya deal with argumentative customers, an interfering bar manager and an inept thief, they find an unlikely friendship with one another in the last place one would expect – the toilets.

Described by the director as a “social drama”, the film examines topical issues like racism, social integration, sex trafficking and low paid workers in a everyday setting. Liam spent six months doing extensive research on the individual stories and characters in the film and a further six months writing the script.  In making the film O Mochain drew inspiration from the films of Mike Leigh, Ken Loach and Michael Winterbottom; “I like the way they make their films seem real, even though you know that the stories and characters they depict are fictional. Leigh and Loach in particular get naturalist performance from their actors in real life type situations.”  O Mochain says he took a similar approach to Mike Leigh in rehearsing the actors intensively before filming took place.  “It’s really important that the actors get time to get to know their characters and each other, it gives them a shorthand with one another, it also helps the production if the actors are well prepared before hand, it speeds things up.”

Liam took a similar approach to the filming, “I like to rehearse like you would with a stage play and shoot in a documentary style, the camera is constantly moving”.  Made for just under €60,000, the film was funded by sponsorship, credit cards, private investment and cast and crew deferrals. ‘WC’ is light on budget but heavy on talent.

“All the cast and crew worked on the film on deferral because they liked the script, they liked what it was about and also because it’s a multicultural movie,” explains producer Bernie Grummell. “Everybody liked the story and the message that was put across in it, particularly the social integration. In this film the main characters are from a mixture of different places around the world, they are not just seen as people who are in Ireland doing a low paid job - they are part of the story, nobody is being highlighted for being from a particular country, they are a character in the movie like everybody else“ O Mochain comments.

CASTING THE FILM

Bernie Grummell, the producer, on the casting of the film: “Liam had always planned on playing the part of Jack, as he wrote the character with himself in mind. We gave ourselves three months to find the other main actors for the film.  We thought it might take a while to find the right girl to portray Katya and that we could potentially have to look outside of Ireland.  Ironically we didn’t have to leave Dublin at all but ended up casting a South African actress with a Norwegian background”.  Julia Wakeham says she turned up to the opening casting after seeing the call for auditions that Siar A Rachas Muid Productions had posted on websites and billboards around Dublin.  Bernie explains that “Julia was one of 15 actress who turned up and tested for the role of Katya and blew us away with her reading”.  Liam was delighted with her take on the character “she obviously had done a lot of research, we knew straight away when she started reading that she was right, we stopped looking there and then. We were also concerned about getting a Chinese actor in Ireland to play the part of Tony, the waiter”.  Both Liam and Bernie had spotted a young Chinese actor in a Irish language short film called ‘Yu Ming Is Ainm Dom’ and asked him to read.  “Daniel Wu’s reading was great, he was so relaxed, confident and very professional, for an 18 year old who had only done one small film before” says Liam.

THE LEADS

One of the most important things for the actors, the leads in particular was that a good bit of rehearsal time was scheduled – which is very unusual in films – which allowed O Mochain to give himself and all the actors a sense of the style he wanted for the film and for the performances and that they would all inhabit the same world.

Liam wrote the character of Jack for himself “I had played Vincent, a very out going character in my previous film ‘The Book That Wrote Itself’ and I wanted to do something completely different, Jack is a much more subtle character than Vincent and even though Jack is put down a lot, he isn’t a victim or if he is, it’s of his own doing”.  Jack has a decision to make when he gets out of prison - go straight or end up back in jail.  What he wasn’t counting on was working in the worst kind of job he could imagine, “Jack’s just got out of prison, he has to reconcile with his dad and his brother. His brother is the manager of the bar, so there’s a sibling rivalry there…when he was in prison, he actually got a lot more respect but now that he’s in the toilets he’s got no respect at all.”

Liam says working with Julia (Katya) was a great experiences – “she is an amazing actor, very natural, easy to work off as a fellow actor, very giving and delivers, I believe, a great performance in her first feature film role’.  Julia adds ‘we talked about Katya as a girl who is lost and has to find herself, nobody can do it for her; she has to find the tools and strength in herself.

For the part of Jack’s older brother Brian, O Mochain had Adam Goodwin in mind from the beginning, “I felt he had a side to him that would lend itself well to Brian, that’s not say that he is anything like Brian.  I’m not fully sure how I seen that, because Adam had never played a character likes this before.  He had the right look and rhythm in his voice that I wanted for Brian and I felt his personality could be adapted via having to do and say the things he does in the film.  I used the same technique in casting Julie Hale as Tracy, again she had never played a character like that before, I like to cast against type and see what kind of flavor it adds.”
For the rest of the 80 strong cast, Liam and Bernie used a combination of people they had in mind and talked directly to actors’ agents, “We got a lot of support from the different agents in Dublin, we sent out a list and they suggested clients that we should either talk to or get to read.  We also held another open call for all the other supporting characters and ended up screen testing over 200 actors”.

Amongst the many newcomers in the cast of 80 are established actors like, Karl Shiels (‘Eden’, ‘Intermission’, ‘Veronica Guerin’), Mary Murray (‘The Magdalene Sisters’, ‘Adam and Paul’), Eamonn Hunt (‘Lassie’, ‘Inside I’m Dancing’, ‘I Went Down’), Charlie Kranz (‘Batman Begins’, ‘The Honeymooners’), Tim Ruddy (‘Ballykissangel’, ‘Gettysburg’, ‘Gods and Generals’), Julie Hale (‘Bloom’, ‘Ash Wednesday’, ‘My Left Foot’), Sean McDonagh (‘Kisses’, The Magdalene Sisters’), Rory Mullen (‘Hunger’, ‘Anton’) Amy Hastings (‘Fools of Fortune’) Eddie Naessens (‘The Book That Wrote Itself’, ‘Frankie Starlight’), Fran Brennan (‘The Magdalene Sisters’, ‘When The Sky Falls’), Donal Gray (‘Omagh’, ‘Spin The Bottle’ and the RTE drama series ‘Legend’) and Daniel Wu (‘Yu Ming Is Ainm Dom’ winner best short film award at: Aspen Shortsfest, Galway Film Fleadh, Cork Int. Film Festival and the 2004 Irish Film and Television Academy).

THE CREATIVE TEAM

To make a film like ‘WC’ for very little money, the producers knew that it was vital to get the right crew;  “in order to do justice to the stories and characters in ‘WC’, we would need to get very talented and experienced creative people behind the camera, people who believed in the story, shared in Liam’s vision for the film and who last, but not least, would be willing to work on the film on a deferral basis”.  “It’s not an easy thing for people who have mortgages and bills to pay to take time away from doing regular paid work, to work on something for little or no money and to get the people we got, was amazing and I we are very grateful” says the director.

Producers Liam O Mochain and Bernie Grummell had previously made the independent films ‘The Book That Wrote Itself ’- winner Lodgers Award at the 1999 Austin Film Festival, and the short film ‘Fortune’ - winner Best Short Film Award 1998 at Worldfest Houston Int. Film Festival, managed to gather the cream of Irish and international talent behind the camera which included; Co-Producers Liz Kenny (‘Benedict Arnold: A Question of Honor’), Michael Wechsler and Terry Keefe (‘Slaves of Hollywood’, ‘Young Seinfield’), DOP Mark Waldron (‘Once’, ‘November Afternoon’, ‘Park’, ‘Bachelors Walk’), Sound Designer Cathal O Mealoid and Sound Recordist Chris O’Dwyer (‘The Wind that Shakes the Barley’), Art Director Ignacio Barbe (‘Breakfast on Pluto’), Costume Designer Allison Byrne (‘Legend’, ‘Song For A Raggy Boy’, ‘A Love Divided’), Stunt Co-ordinator Alan Walsh (‘Braveheart’, ‘The Count of Monte Cristo’), Editor Stephen Doran (‘Hanging With Hector’, ‘A song for Emily’ winner of numerous awards including honourable mention for best short film at the prestigious Oberhausen Short film festival) and internationally renowned saxophone player and Composer Richie Buckley (‘The General’, ‘Goldfish Memory’). 

LOCATIONS

As important as it was to get the right actors to portray the different characters in the ensemble piece, it was also crucial to cast the right toilet location;  “we knew that if we couldn’t find the right toilets to set the film in, that we wouldn’t be able to make the film, “ says Liam.  Bernie agrees that “finding the principal location for the ladies and gents toilets was crucial and proved to be difficult to find at first, we searched all over Dublin and got a lot of strange looks from punters and staff when we would ask to see their toilets”.  “We had a list of things we needed.  The toilets had to be side-by-side with a small corridor leading to the bar area, it also had to have another corridor leading to the exterior of the bar, where Rodney the homeless guy lived, the toilets had to be accessible for a larger crew and cast to fit and film in.”  If that wasn’t difficult enough the director also wanted a different look for the ladies and gents. The producers also had another hurdle to overcome if and when they found the perfect location - would it be available to shoot in during the day?  After looking at more than 60 bars, restaurants and night clubs in the greater Dublin area, Liam says “we found a night club on the outskirts of Dublin called Tamangos, which had everything we needed; it was also closed during the day and they were amenable to our low budget. The film was shot on DV with Tamangos and other various Dublin bars transformed into a jazz bar for the shoot.

FILMING

Principal photography took 18 days, from March 05 to November 2005, with a day of pick-ups in May 2006, 

THE MUSIC

The music is a very important element of the film says the director “as the film is set in the toilets of a bar, a jazz bar, and is wall-to-wall literally with music, it had its own challenges.”  Bernie comments “it took close to a year for the full score and live music to be composed, filmed, recorded and mixed”.  Liam explains “as the film is set in a jazz bar, we needed to get the right sound and the right composer for the film.  I heard the soundtrack to the John Boorman film ‘The General’ which was a full jazz score by Richie Buckley.  I also went to see him perform with his band at JJ Smyths in Dublin and I knew instantly I had not just found the right composer for ‘WC’ but also the on screen jazz band.”  

THE POST PRODUCTION

Once the live music had been filmed and the score recorded, the post production phase began.  The biggest challenges for the producers in post production was not the hours of footage to be logged and synched with sound or the recorded music to be matched exactly to the live band performance - who had improvised in each take, but the lack of funds to pay for the post-production and music.  It took nearly a year after filming had commenced to raise the necessary funds to finish the film.

The film went into post production from April 2006 until late July 2007.  Liam says proudly ” ‘WC’ maybe light on budget but it’s heavy on talent and it’s all on screen. It boasts a credited cast of 80 and a crew of 60”.

WHAT’S NEXT FOR THE FILM?

Despite the mammoth task that lies ahead in marketing and selling the film at film festivals at home and abroad, O Mochain is looking forward to the next few months. “I feel that this film is unique, it’s different and it’s not something that anybody has ever seen before…It was a joy working on this because the production team and cast were consummate professionals. I think for a lot of the cast and crew this would have been their first lower budget movie, so they were working in a way that they had never worked before. Independent movies have a different energy to them; your mantra is getting it done no matter what.  You have to find a way to get it made without compromising on the story, characters or production while also trying to make sure everybody is happy. I mean we didn’t have a lot of money but you will not notice that when you see the film.”

DIRECTORS NOTES

“Most people are a bit shocked when they see a toilet attendant in a local bar.”

With toilet attendants working in almost every bar in Dublin nowadays – offering soap, towels and fragrances – director Liam O Mochain admits that people often take them for granted and almost forget that they’re there. “I don’t think our culture has really adapted to it yet. Dublin is changing because there’s so many different nationalities and diverse cultures co-existing there, which is great, but we’re not used to being fussed on.” He explains that people feel “it’s different if you go into a very expensive or exclusive hotel but most people are a bit shocked when they see a toilet attendant in the local bar when they just want to go for a pint and not really be bothered, you know? This film gives you a different perspective in that you get to see it from the toilet attendant’s point of view and you see what they have to deal with. They’re in the background and you don’t really notice them, so to them it’s as if they don’t really exist. In the film, you get to see them as real human beings.”

The character of Jack has just been released from prison and finds himself working as a toilet attendant in a jazz club, while Katya, a Russian immigrant has the same job in the ladies’ WC. “It’s filmed from their perspective and we see what they have to go through over the course of this day and night and all the people they have to deal with,” says O Mochain. “Jack’s just got out of prison, so he also has to deal with his dad and his brother. His brother is the manager of the bar, so there’s a sibling rivalry there…when he was in prison, he actually got a lot more respect but now that he’s in the toilets he’s got no respect at all.” Liam explains that “Katya came over from Russia looking for a better life, didn’t find it and ended up working in the toilets, so both of them try to get their lives back together in the last place you’d expect.”

‘The Book That Wrote itself’, Liam’s first feature film is a world away from ‘WC’. “This one is a very different film. You probably couldn’t get two more different films. The last one was a road movie and this is almost a one-situation film.”  This location did not restrain the film as Liam explains, “even though it’s set in and around the toilets and the main characters are toilet attendants, you see different rooms and different people and different locations.  I don’t like staying in the one place for too long and I don’t think an audience wants that either, because they’ll get bored.” O Mochain has been working on the film for nearly three years; he says he knew that he was going to call it ‘WC’ from early on. “Yeah, I always wanted to call it that. I think pretty much everyone in the world knows what a WC is, except for people in the States maybe. Sure they can always re-title the film Restroom if they want!”

THE FILM MAKERS

It went on to screen at a further 20 international film festivals worldwide, won The Lodgers Award (Critics Prize) for best film at the 1999 Austin Film Festival and was released worldwide in 2000.  

In 1996, Liam wrote and produced the short film ‘Fortune’, in which he also co- starred with Derdriu Ring (‘Law and Order: Criminal Intent’), Maire Stafford (‘Felica’s Journey’), Kevin Flood (‘Tristan + Isolde’) and John Anthony Murphy (‘Angela’s Ashes’). The short had its world premiere at the Manchester Int. Short Film Festival, screened at numerous film festivals worldwide and won a best short film award at the 1998 Worldfest Houston Int. Film Festival.  Liam has directed/produced more than 20 documentaries and TV shows for RTÉ and TG4 (national broadcasters in Ireland) and the Film Institute of Ireland.   His documentaries include the ‘Sundance Report’, ‘Venice Report’ and the ‘Fleadh Report’; contributors include Anthony Mingella, Sean Astin, Pierce Brosnan, Rosie Perez, Ian Hart, Stephen Fry and Antonio Bird.

Liam has also worked as a writer, producer, presenter and freelance reporter for numerous radio stations in Ireland, including RTE RnaG(1993 to-2005); Anna Livia FM (1993-5); RTE Radio 1 (1997-1998); RTE 2FM (1999); BBC Radio Ulster (2001), WDAR 96FM (2005 to date) and Dublin South FM (2003).  He has also worked as a director, producer and stage manager with theatre companies such as Geasog Theatre Company (1991-92), Galway Youth Theatre (1991-92), Dallog Theatre Company (1991-92), Springboard Theatre Company (1996), Ballyfermott Theatre Workshop (2004) and The John Bosco Arts Centre (2007).  He set up the film and TV company Siar A Rachas Muid Productions in 1996 and Hyper Films in 2005.

Up next for Liam as a producer is Michael Wechslers’ ensemble drama ‘Red Robin’ cast includes Jeremy Sisto, Claire Forlani and Hill Harper.  He is also developing numerous feature film projects including, ‘Big Mouth’ which will co-star DJ Qualls (‘Hustle and Flow’). ‘Big Mouth’ was awarded development funding from the European media fund MEDIA PLUS and The Irish Film Board.  Liam received a 2006 Arts Bursary from the Arts Council of Ireland to write an Irish language feature film ‘Felica’ and he is also writing a horror script ‘Shape Shifter’ for Regent Entertainment (producers of the Oscar winner ‘Gods and Monsters’).  Liam is a founding member of the Irish Film and Television Academy (IFTA) and served on the international jury for the 2007 awards.  He is also a member of the Irish Screen Writers Guild, Irish Actors Equity and the Directors Guild of Ireland.

In 1996, Bernie co-produced the short film ‘Fortune’, starring Liam O Mochain, Derdriu Ring (‘Law and Order: Criminal Intent’), Maire Stafford (‘Felica’s Journey’), Kevin Flood (‘Tristan + Isolde’) and John Anthony Murphy (‘Angela’s Ashes’, ‘Gangs of New York’). The short had its world premiere at the Manchester International Short Film Festival, screened at numerous film festivals worldwide and won a best short film award at the 1998 Houston International Film Festival.  Bernie with Liam O Mochain has produced more than 20 documentaries and TV shows for RTÉ and TG4 (national broadcasters in Ireland) and the Film Institute of Ireland.   Documentaries include the ‘Sundance Report’, ‘Venice Report’ and the ‘Fleadh Report’; contributors include Anthony Mingella, Sean Astin, Pierce Brosnan, Rosie Perez, Ian Hart, Stephen Fry and Antonio Bird.

Bernie is developing numerous feature film projects including, ‘Big Mouth’ which will star Liam O Mochain and DJ Qualls (‘Hustle and Flow’, ‘Road Trip’). ‘Big Mouth’ was awarded development funding from the European media programme MEDIA PLUS and The Irish Film Board.  She is also developing The Irish language feature film ‘Felica’  which received a 2006 Arts Bursary from the Arts Council of Ireland.  Bernie is a member of the Irish Film and Television Academy (IFTA) and has lectured in media for University College Dublin, where she obtained her doctorate in 2004 and for numerous other universities in Ireland.

TERRY KEEFE - CO-PRODUCER
Terry is a writer-director who created the award-winning feature film ‘Slaves of Hollywood, which played at 35 international film festivals and received theatrical distribution via Filmopolis Pictures. With creative partner Michael Wechsler of Modern Primitives Films, he is currently in pre-production for the reality series "Flip the Script," co-created by actor Hill Harper ("CSI: New York") and Michael Wechslers’ ensemble drama ‘Red Robin’ cast includes Jeremy Sisto, Claire Forlani and Hill Harper.   . In addition, their web series "The Last Date," a comedy series of short films about the worst dates of all time, has become a sensation on YouTube, with hits of some episodes approaching 3 million. Terry has also sold shows to and developed projects with SpikeTV and Double Nickel Entertainment. 

His latest project as a co-producer, W.C., premiered at the Dublin Film Festival in February 2007. His first job in the entertainment business was as a development executive at Orion Pictures, where he developed numerous projects under producer John Jacobs (Blades of Glory). Entertainment Online, The Los Angeles Business Journal, Venice Magazine, Film Threat, Indiewire.com, and Max Magazine. Terry is a graduate of USC Film School.

MICHAEL WECHSLER - CO-PRODUCER

Michael wrote, directed and produced "Slaves of Hollywood"(1999) with Terry Keefe, the feature film starred Hill Harper (He Got Game), won "Best Feature" at The Rhode Island and The Lower East Side Film festivals, and was subsequently picked up for theatrical distribution in Los Angeles, where it received a glowing review from the Los Angeles Times.

Following the release of Slaves of Hollywood, Michael was hired by Village Roadshow Pictures to write the feature screenplay "Hangmen," as well as by Miragequest Studios to write the science fiction feature, "Sky Bar." In 2000, he was commissioned to create, write and direct two new series for Always Independent Films, entitled "Celebrity Home Videos" and "The Last Date".  Thereafter, Michael created and sold a pilot entitled "Meet the Family" to Spike TV. Since relaunching the webseries 4 months ago, 2 of the shorts-"Brace Yourself" and "Young Seinfeld" have become instant web hits with over 3 million hits collectively on YOUTUBE, and over 20,000 hits a day. Wechsler is now in preproduction to expand both series and capitalize on the burgeoning fan base.

For the last 5 years, Michael has been involved with many projects produced by the BBC. At the BBC, he has directed more than thirteen episodes of The Learning Channel's top rated show, "What Not To Wear" as well as their new series, "One Week to Save Your Marriage". In addition, Michael has directed episodes of "Honey, I'm Killing the Kids". This May, he was hired by Los Angeles based Stone and Company to direct the pilot episode of the new Bravo series, "Tim Gunn's Guide To Style" hosted by the eponymous star of the hit series "Project Runway."

Michael is shortly going into pre-production with the ensemble feature film drama ‘Red Robin’ which will star amongst others Jeremy Sisto, Claire Forlani and Hill Harper.  Wechsler is a graduate of the Tisch School of Arts, Film Program at New York University.

For the Revs band in 2005 in Association with Treasure Island Records, LKF Productions produced a three and a half minute pop promo "Death of A D. J." 

Liz Kenny was one of the participants in the European Producers Workshop EAVE 2005, a year long post graduate course in film production for european producers. 

MARK WALDRON – DIRECTOR OF PHOTOGRAPHY

Mark frequently collaborates with director John Carney.  His work with John includes, ‘November Afternoon’ – a low budget black and white production – was voted Best Feature of 1997 by the Irish Times, and ran on the US festival circuit.  Three series of the hit RTÉ television series Bachelors Walk, the most successful independently produced drama in the history of Irish television and ‘Park’ screened at the Montreal world film festival. Richie’s second album ‘Your Love is Here’ is dedicated to his late father, Dick Buckley, a great and inspiring jazz musician. ‘Your Love is Here’ consists of seven original tracks, six of which are written by Buckley.  It was recorded in Dublin in the Autumn of 2000 and culminated with a fantastic final night show. Buckley was joined by the legendary American trumpeter Lew Soloff (of ‘Blood, Sweat and Tears’), Robin Aspland (Van Morrison’s band), Orlando Le Fleming (Bass) and Sebastiaan de Krom (Drums).
